School experiment with Mr. Soares 

continues, students are observing the 

effect of their pollution on their plants. 

Some soils were so bad, no plants grew. 

Other plants have been exhibiting stress 

signals such as turning red (corn above). 

According to Mr. Soares Students are 

taking notes to conduct a lab report on 

their plants (science) and how plants 

interact (ecology). One further experiment 

will be pulled from this one and it will be 

culturing microbial organisms, growing 

and harvesting to understand how the 

microbe interact with the plant. In the end 

a lab report with student notes and 

information will conclude the experiment 

in with much anticipated results!
